53/25 To confirm and sign the minutes of the meeting held on 22/10/2025.
Resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on 22/10/2025 be accepted as a true record. Proposed by Cllr R Carpenter and seconded by Cllr P Giles. 
 
54/25 Matters arising from the minutes. 
(a) The following invoices are due for payment – Salary for November - £274.60; HMRC - £68.60; Lettings - £126.00; Bevan and Buckland - £115.20; Vision ICT Ltd - £40.02; Interest - £21.27; VAT refund - £245.91.

(b) 20mph speed limit/Traffic Calming measures – Chair, Cllr D Jones and Cllr L Rowe had met to put together a survey.  Councillors to visit all residents on the B4301.  Cllr L Rowe to send a copy of the survey to all councillors. A copy of a proposed letter to Go Safe was sent to all councillors prior to the meeting.  Agreed that the letter be sent to Go Safe.  County Councillor B Davies had spoken to the new Chief Constable of Dyfed Powys Police who was disappointed with the lack of responses from Go Safe.  Agreed that County Councillor B Davies be invited to the proposed meeting with Go Safe in the new year.
(c) Sheep Dip planning – Cllr G Evans had inspected the sheep dip which was completely submerged following the recent floods. This would have included the proposed area where the plinth would have been erected.  Agreed that it remains on the agenda with no further action (until the spring).  
(d) Flooding of properties at Y Graig – following the work carried out part of the embankment has given way; the concrete wall has broken and a greenhouse damaged.  Council is to return to carry out an inspection and carry out repairs.  Agreed that this would be removed from the agenda until further information received from the Council.
(e) Community Engagement – Vision and Purpose Statement sent to all councillors prior to the meeting.  The contents were agreed by all councillors and Statement to be placed on the website.
(f) Training for Defibrillators – due to the flood damage to the hall this will be kept on the agenda until the hall is re-opened.
(g) Flooding – A lengthy discussion followed regarding the flooding.  Debris from trees and other items from higher up the Gwili river had collected at the Mill bridge causing the flooding.  Consideration to be given to a bridge watch scheme or the CCC to install cameras.  NRA should look at dredging the river.  Consensus was that the amount of rainfall was higher than anticipated. Look at possibly assisting the hall management committee to put up flood prevention as the hall could be used as a warm hub for residents who are flooded.  
(h) Christmas Tree – tree is to be delivered this week.

58/25    County Councillors Feedback and Question time 
Outstanding queries – C2048 road closure – damage caused to the Mill Bridge following the floods therefore the road will remain closed to all vehicles.
Information regarding the school bus given to County Councillor Davies who will contact the Transport department. 
Trees near Deri Deg – Cllr A Conti was unhappy with the Council’s reply and was concerned with the possibility of trees falling into the road. County Councillor B Davies will visit Cllr A Conti and look at the trees.   
Upper Bronwydd – tree leaning into the road by the old Bronwydd Arms sign.
Cwmdwyfran – proposed change in speed limit from Cwmdwyfran to Pentremorgan is ongoing. Water flowing from the hedge near to the 20mph speed signs approaching Cwmdwyfran and running down the road and collecting at the junction near the chapel.  
Pentre Morgan – recent flooding opposite the entrance to the Mill.  The Council have attended. A discharge pipe at the Mill had been blocked.
Lower Bronwydd – Request for road narrow signs between top junction and railway crossing is ongoing. Concerns raised by Cllr R Carpenter regarding the water, stones and rubbish coming from the old tip onto the B4301. This is a danger to vehicles approaching from the north. County Councillor B Davies visited the site and has reported the ongoing issues to the Council.  Bus Shelter opposite Gelli Aur has been painted.  Further work to be carried out during the school holidays.  An accident occurred where a vehicle left the road between Neuadd Deg and Felinfach.  Mrs S Williams from Felinfach raised concerns regarding the road from Y Graig to Felinfach entrance where the trees have been removed with the possibility of vehicles leaving the road and tumbling down the embankment.  Cllr L Rowe informed the meeting that the work on the trees by Welsh Water has been completed.  Cllr R Carpenter requested that the Gwili Railway be contacted to enquire when the white bags would be removed and if further work is to be carried out.  Quotes to be received for two new notice boards, one at the entrance to the hall and the other at Bron y Glyn.    
Cllr G Evans to visit the grit bins in the area and report if any required grit.
